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25  RADIO COMMUNICATION
A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also
applies to mobile telephones.

26  PRIZES
Prizes will be given as follows - 
Trophies will be awarded for first place in each race for each division.
Overall prizes shall be those listed below subject to the number of entries in each division.

27  DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY
Competitors participate in the Regatta entirely at their own risk. See Rule 4, Decision To Race, which states "The Organizing Authority will not
accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the Regatta".
The CYCSA and RSAYS are not responsible for the seaworthiness of a boat whose entry is accepted or the sufficiency or adequacy of its
equipment.
The CYCSA and RSAYS reserve the right to refuse an entry.

28  INSURANCE
It is a condition of entry in the Regatta that each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover
of AUD$5million. The policy should cover all risks that may arise while the competitor is participating in the Regatta whether ashore or afloat. The
competitor may be requested to provide evidence of such insurance to the Organizing Authority.
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
