NOTICE OF RACE 
 

�
The Organizing Authority will be the Cruising Yacht Club of South Australia Inc. (CYCSA) on 
behalf of the International J24 Class Association of South Australia Inc. 

1. RULES 
1.1. The Championship will be governed by the 2009-2012 ISAF Racing Rules of 

Sailing, the Prescriptions and Special Regulations of Yachting Australia, and the 
Rules of the International J24 Class (except as any of these are altered by the Notice of 
Race and the Sailing Instructions). 

1.2. Each yacht shall install & display bow numbers and bow stickers, as supplied by 
the Organizing Authority and in the position described in the Sailing Instructions. 
 

2. ALTERATIONS OF CLASS RULES  
The Rules of the International J24 Class will be altered as follows: 
2.1. Safety equipment to be carried as per class Rule 4, except that items mentioned 

in 4.1.2 and 4.1.4 need not be carried. Where a yacht deviates from the rules of 
measurement on hull and rigging, such deviation may be considered 
legal when a class measurer is satisfied that the item in question is ‘as supplied 
by the licensed builder at the time of manufacture’. 
 

3. ADVERTISING 
The Regatta is classified as a Category C Event. 
 

4. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY  
The Regatta is open to boats of the International J24 Class that fulfill the following 
requirements: 

4.1.1. Each entrant and crew shall be a member of a Club affiliated with their 
Respective State Yachting Association. 

4.1.2. Each entrant together with each member of the crew shall be a financial member 
of their State J24 Class Association. 

4.1.3. The owner of the J24 as shown on the measurement certificate shall be a 
member of their State J24 Class Association. 

4.1.4. The helmspersons nominated on the ‘Entry Form’ will be deemed to be in charge 
of the yacht and be on board at all times. 

4.1.5. Each yacht shall hold a Measurement Certificate and a current valid Inventory of 
Required and Optional Equipment for the International J24 Class. 

4.1.6.  Each yacht shall hold and lodge with the Organizing Authority evidence of 
third party public liability cover of not less than $10,000,000 by way of a 
Certificate of Currency or Policy Document copy. 

4.1.7.  Each yacht shall hold and lodge with the Organizing Authority a current valid 
Special Regulations Compliance Certificate, minimum of Category 6. 
 
 

4.2. Entry shall be made on the form attached and shall be lodged with the 
Organizing Authority prior to 1700 hours on Friday 19th December 2008. A late  
entry fee of $100 (inc GST) will apply. Late entries will only be accepted up to 
1700 hours on Monday 22nd December, 2008. 



 

 
 

5. ENTRY FEE 
5.1. Required entry fee shall be $450 (inc GST) which includes the Regatta Fees, and 5 

tickets to the Welcome Function, and post race BBQ’s.

7. REGISTRATION & MEASUREMENT  
7.1. Registration will be conducted in the Kinnaird Room at CYCSA. 
7.2. The Organizing Authority may conduct measurement & inventory checks of 

competing yachts at anytime, before, during and after racing. 
7.3. Each yacht shall present all sails for inspection and possibly measurement. 

Unmeasured sails shall be presented for measurement. 
7.4. Each Crew shall be required to weigh in at Registration. All crew must be weighed prior 

to 1200 hours Sunday 4th January 2009 for Regatta entry to be accepted. 



 

 
 

8. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 
Sailing Instructions will be available upon registration at the Cruising Yacht Club of South 
Australia. 

9. RACING AREA  
The Racing Area will be the waters off North Haven, Gulf St Vincent, South Australia. 

10. COURSES 
The courses shall be Windward Leeward Courses. 

11. SCORING 
The Low Point System Appendix A will apply. Ten (10) races are scheduled of which 
Six (6) completed races are required to constitute a series. Each boat’s series score 
will be the total of her Race Scores, discarding her worst score after Eight (8) races are 
completed. The lowest series score wins. 

12. HAUL OUT RESTRICTIONS 
12.1. Yachts shall remain in the water from 1400 hours on Sunday 4th  

January 2009 until completion of racing. 
12.2. The Race Committee may approve a written request for a boat to be 

hauled out at any time provided it is satisfied that this is required for essential 
repairs. When haul out is approved no other work shall be done other than 
work that could have been done afloat. 
 

13. PLASTIC POOLS AND DIVING EQUIPMENT  
Underwater breathing apparatus, closed plastic pools or their equivalent shall not be 
used around yachts after 1400 hours Sunday 4 th  January 2009 until the 
completion of racing. 

 
14. RADIO COMMUNICATIONS 

14.1. A boat shall neither make radio transmission while racing nor receive 
radio communication not available to all boats, this will also include mobile 
phones. 

14.2. In accordance with RRS 41, the Race Committee may broadcast the course to be  
sailed, names/sail numbers of OCS boats, and/or any other information of  interest to 
competitors. Any failure of, or defect in, such a broadcast will not be grounds for redress. 
For this purpose yachts may carry a handheld VHF Radio. Yachts may transmit on 
VHF Radio to communicate in the event of an emergency or upon retiring from a race 
or at the request of the Race Committee.  

15. PRIZES 
Prizes will be awarded to yachts placed first to third overall on Elapsed time and first to 
third on PHS Handicap.  
 

16. CRANE, TRAILER STORAGE & YACHT BERTHS  
16.1. The CYCSA provide crane access for competitors during 0830hours and 1600 

hours. Trailer storage will be arranged in close proximity to the club. 
16.2. CYCSA will provide berths for all competing yachts from 4/1/2009 –10/1/2009.
